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Introduction

1 Introduction

The USB to SPI device driver allows the USB to SPI Dongle to communicate with the SPIGen program.
SPIGen is a configurable SPI generator written for Microsoft Windows XP, Microsoft Vista, and Microsoft
Windows 7. SPIGen uses the USB port of your computer and the USB to SPI Dongle (P/N:
KITUSBSPIDGLEVME) to interface with an evaluation board (EVB) or any other test platform.

Note: Before connecting the USB to SPI Dongle to your computer, make sure the SPIGen software has
already been installed.

2 Windows 7

When the SPI dongle is connected to the computer, the device driver installation notification should
appear as shown in Figure 1.
